PROCEDURE - OBSERVING ‘SUB OPTIMAL CARFE’

Researcher observes ‘sub optimal care’ in the course of the research study

Sub optimal care may include, but is not limited to, the following:

a) Physical abuse of the patient
b) Emotional abuse of the patient
c) Medication/Treatment error
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Researcher assesses the immediate ‘risk’ to the patient — in negotiation with senior

academics on the study, where appropriate
