WHAT IS SIRJIA?

SIRJIA stands for ‘Steroid
Induction Regimen for
Juvenile Idiopathic Arthritis.

SIRJIA is a research study
funded by the National
Institute for Health Research
(NIHR).

SIRJIA will determine
whether a future study
comparing different steroid
treatments is possible to do
with young people who live
with juvenile idiopathic
arthritis (JIA).

WHY IS SIRJIA IMPORTANT?

When we test a treatment, we need to look at
the effects the treatment has on patients.
Researchers do this by measuring an ‘outcome’
When we plan a research study, we need to think
about the main way that we will measure the
outcome and we call this the ‘primary outcome
measure’

WHAT WILL I NEED TO DO?

We need your help in deciding the best way to
measure how active arthritis is in a research trial.
Your opinion really matters, in order for this
research relevant to you and others living with
JIA.

If you are a young person aged 14 or over living
with JIA or a parent or carer of a young person
with JIA, then you can take part in our survey.
