Definition of PSLI: A preschool child who has been identified, by a speech and
language therapist, as having a significant language and/or speech impairment.
There is no indication that the child possesses other neurological, sensory or
developmental conditions including, hearing impairment, autism, and learning

difficulties that might account for the language impairment.
